Meeting Minutes

I. Call to Order and Roll Call

Meeting was called to order at 2:06 p.m. 
II. Adoption of Agenda
Mr. Futch moved to adopt the agenda and Mr. Jones seconded.  Motion carried.
III. Approval of Minutes

Mr. Futch moved to adopt the minutes from September 20, 2013 and February 17, 2014.  Ms. McKey seconded.  Motion carried.

IV. Treasurer’s Report

Steve Futch stated that the account has a balance of $2,640.75 as of July 31, 2014.  
Mr. Jones moved to approve the Treasurer’s report and Ms. Macon seconded.  Motion carried.
V. Old Business

Upon an inquiry from Ms. MacMillan, Mr. Futch reported that the membership of the Friends of Florida Main Street (FFMS) Board Members had expired.  Ms. MacMillan asked Mr. Futch to invoice the Board, and for each Board Member to please submit their membership payment in a timely manner.

Mr. Futch requested that Florida Main Street staff send him an updated list of all local Florida Main Street Executive Directors.

Ms. MacMillan provided an update Board on the 2014 Florida Main Street Annual Conference, September 9-11, in Stuart, Florida.  

Historically, FFMS gives an Award of Outstanding Contribution at the Annual Awards Banquet.  Several individuals, as well as organizations were mentioned; however, none met the criteria of “statewide contribution.”  Other than the latter, there are no established criteria.   N.B.  Per Roberts Rules of Order, the Board could not vote on this item because it was not specifically on the agenda.  
Mr. Futch reported to the Board that Okeechobee Main Street has inquired about a scholarship to this year’s Annual State Conference.  Okeechobee has twice received a scholarship to the Conference. The Board concluded that it would like to award the scholarship (that pays for the conference registration, hotel) to a Main Street program that had previously not received one.  In addition, because the State Conference is in Stuart perhaps there was a deserving program in the panhandle.  The Board asked Florida Main Street staff to send an email to the Florida Main Street local programs, inquiring if anyone needed a scholarship. 

VI. New Business

Letter of Agreement for 2014 – 2015 between Florida Department of State and Friends of Florida Main Street.  
Mr. McKey moved to accept the Letter of Agreement and Ms. Macon seconded.  Motion carried.  
· President MacMillan will sign and mail this document to the Florida Main Street office for Director Bendus’ signature.
Code of Ethics.  Per Florida Statutes 112.3251 all CSO board members, officers and employees are required to observe a “Code of Ethics.”  

Mr. Futch moved to accept the Code of Ethics and Mr. Jones seconded.  Motion carried.  
· President MacMillan, on behalf of the Board, will sign and mail this document to the Florida Main Street office. 
The Board tentatively scheduled a teleconference for August 18, 2014 to discuss and vote on a deserving recipient for the Annual FFMS Award.  Ms. McKey stated that if there was not an obvious recipient, maybe the Board should forego the award for this year.  N.B.  This teleconference has since been cancelled.
There will be a Board of Director’s meeting following the Annual Conference on September 11, 2014 at 1:30 in Stuart, Florida.

VII. Adjourn

Ms. Macon called for a motion to adjourn.  Mr. Futch so moved.  The motion was seconded and approved unanimously.
