I.  Call to Order and Roll Call

The meeting was called to order by Dr. Barbara E. Mattick at 2:12 p.m.  

II.  Introduction of Council, Staff & Guests

Council members, staff and guests were introduced. 
III.  Adoption of Agenda

Mr. Hart stated that Item H not ready for review and should be removed from the agenda. The council discussed the amendment to the agenda. 
Dr. French made a motion to adopt the agenda. Mr. Westerman seconded. The motion was unanimously adopted. 

IV.  Approval of Minutes from May 8, 2020, meeting. 
Dr. Mattick pointed out a typo in Item D, and stated that the minutes should read that “Dr. French made a motion” instead of “Dr. French called for a motion.” Mr. Hart took note of the error. There were no other corrections. 
Mr. Westerman made a motion to approve the minutes from May 8, 2020 as corrected. Dr. French seconded. The motion was unanimously approved.

Mr. Hart provided an update on the status of the Florida Supreme Court Building historical marker, and stated that the marker was in production. Mr. Hart said that this meeting would be the final one for Dr. Mattick and Mr. Westerman, and that he was in the process of selecting new members to be recommended for appointment to the council. Mr. Hart stated that Dr. French had agreed to serve a second term on the marker council, and thanked him. The members of the marker council thanked each other. 
VI. Review of Marker Applications

A. McCoys Creek Improvement Project, Jacksonville, Duval County
Ms. Terri Newman, Dr. Ian Pawn and Mr. Mikel Travisano were in attendance via webinar to represent the marker application. Council members, staff and the marker’s representatives discussed modifications to the marker text. 

Dr. French made a motion to approve the marker application as a Florida Heritage Site with modifications to the marker text as suggested by the Council. Mr. Westerman seconded. The motion was unanimously adopted. 
B. Carrabelle Town Center, Carrabelle, Franklin County
Mr. Michael Pace was in attendance via webinar to represent the marker application. Council members, staff and the marker’s representative discussed modifications to the marker text. 

Dr. French made a motion to approve the marker application as a Florida Heritage Site with modifications to the marker text as suggested by the Council. Mr. Westerman seconded. The motion was unanimously adopted. 
C. Laura (Riding) Jackson Homeplace, Vero Beach, Indian River County

D. Dr. James M. Jackson Home, Bronson, Levy County
Ms. Toni Collins was in attendance via webinar to represent the marker application. Council members, staff and the marker’s representative discussed modifications to the marker text. 

Dr. French made a motion to approve the marker application as a Florida Heritage Site with modifications to the marker text as suggested by the Council. Mr. Westerman seconded. The motion was unanimously adopted. 
E. Old City Jail, Chiefland, Levy County
There was no one in attendance to represent the marker application. Dr. Mattick remarked on the paucity of information for this marker. The council asked for comments from Ms. Toni Collins, a member of the Levy County Historical Society. Council members, staff, and Ms. Collins discussed the marker text. The council proposed that the application be put on hold until additional documentation could be provided or the scope of the marker text expanded. The council suggested including information on the Chiefland railroad depot or on the greater history of Chiefland. 
Dr. French made a motion to table the marker application. Mr. Westerman seconded. The motion was unanimously adopted. 

F. Tea Chest/ Ralph Munroe, Miami, Miami-Dade County
There was no one in attendance to represent the marker application. Council members and staff discussed modifications to the marker text.

Dr. French made a motion to approve the marker application as a Florida Heritage Site with modifications to the marker text as suggested by the Council. Mr. Westerman seconded. The motion was unanimously adopted. 

G. First United Methodist Church of Winter Garden, Winter Garden, Orange County
Mr. Charles Asma was in attendance via webinar to represent the marker application. Council members, staff and the marker’s representative discussed modifications to the marker text.

J. Governor James Grant’s Mount Pleasant Plantation, St. Augustine, St. Johns County
